REFORM NEWSPAPER
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Chapter fourteen describes how Americans tried to improve society. The goal was to make America as utopian as possible. Throughout the years, America has tried to improve or reform in areas where we do not do as well as usual. Often times the power of the press has been instrumental in pushing along changes in American society. In this assignment, you and three other students will work together to make a newspaper that focuses on one of the main areas of reform in the 1800’s. These areas are Anti-Slavery/Abolitionist Movement, The Women’s Rights Movement, The Temperance movement, Prison Reform, Educational Reform, and Mental Health reform. You may divide the work up anyway you like, however the expectations for the assignment are listed below:
1. Your newspaper will be type written, in column format, (like a regular newspaper) and it will be made on a sheet of tag paper on which you will cut and paste computer generated text and pictures. The formatting needs to be like a regular newspaper would be.
2. Your newspaper must have a large title centered on the paper, with a date, time, and place where the newspaper would likely have been made.

3. You need to have one biographical piece on a person or pair of people who are critical to your reform movement.

4. You need to have an article on one major event from history that was important in your reform movement. The dating of your paper should reflect the date of the event.

5. You need to have an article and some artwork that describes the problems associated with your reform and describes the need for the reform.

6. You need to have at least two political cartoons, that is about your reform topic.

7. You need to have two letters to the editor in which you make up a realistic problem that a person might describe that relates to your reform.

8.  You should have one article written by the paper’s editor, which makes a strong argument for the change that you would like to see happen.

9. Make some type of word search or crossword puzzle, which has key terms related to your reform movement.

10.  Your paper should have two examples of advertisements, which can be a about a public meeting about your reform or about some business that is helping your reform along.
